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SECTION ONE: CUSTOMIZABLE ELEMENTS 
Your LatitudeU store has several customizable elements as given below. 

Customizable Element Description 
anonymous_home_page.htm This is the main section on the store homepage.  
anonymous_home_page_bottom.htm This section is under the anonymous_home_page.htm 

section and does contain any data by default. 
left_nav.htm This element is the top most section in the left navigation. 
registration_teaser.htm This is shown on the login page (when the login button in 

the upper right corner of the site is clicked). 
user_home_page.htm This is the welcome message shown when a user logs in. 
left_nav_bottom.htm This element is below the Category section in the left 

navigation. 
online-training-01.htm – online-training-
10.htm 

These are 10 pages that are available for you to show any 
additional content.  These pages will be rendered with the 
top, left and bottom navigations in place.  You will, 
however, need to provide navigation between these pages 
and the rest of the site.  These pages can be accessed via 
corresponding aspx pages.  For example, the URL to use 
to access the first content page is 
http://www.latitudeu.com/<store 
name>/storecontent/online-training-01.aspx.  

Images folder The images folder will have your store logo.  To change 
your logo, you can replace storelogo.jpg with your store’s 
logo.  If your store logo is in a different image format or 
has a different name that you would like to keep, copy 
your logo image to the images folder and change the 
header_logo style in the stylesheet to use your logo 
image. 
You can add any other images you would like to appear in 
your store to the images folder and link to the same in the 
HTML files.  To ensure images are rendered correctly, 
links to images on your HTML pages should be this way:  
/staticcontent/sandbox/images/image.jpg (please replace 
‘sandbox’ with your store folder name). 

Stylesheets folder  The stylesheets folder has your store stylesheet.  See 
Section two for details. 

 

Please remember to use relative paths in all your pages to link to your store content (html files, images, 
etc.).  If your links have the full paths beginning with http://, and an end user accesses your store via 
https, a warning (like below) will be shown.

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SECTION TWO: CUSTOMIZABLE STYLESHEET 
Stylesheet.css in the sytlesheets folder has all the styles that control the look and feel of the site.  The 
styles in the css have comments to help you identify the elements they control.  Initially, your store will 
have a default look and feel as shown in the screenshots above.  You can modify this to suit your 
needs.  

There are certain sections on the home page that can be hidden or shown by modifying the relevant 
styles in your stylesheet. 

Style Description 
main_search_container This is the search option that appears at the top on every 

page in your store.  By default this turned on 
Course_Categories_container This is the category navigation section that appears in the 

left navigation on every page in your store. By default this 
is turned on. 

Browse_Courses_by_Category_container This style is hidden by default.  It lists all the level 1 and 
level 2 course categories currently defined in LatitudeU.  
When turned on, this section will appear directly under the 
anonymous_home_page.htm section.

SECTION THREE: ACCESSING CONTENT USING INTERNET EXPLORER 7 
 
The next few sections describe how you can access your customizable content to change the same to 
suit your needs.  The ‘Sandbox’ store is used as an example. 
 
Here are the steps to access your content in Internet Explorer 7.  Please note that Web Folder 
capability is not available in Internet Explorer 8. 
 

1. Open IE 7.  Click on File and then Open 
2. In the open dialog, check the box that says ‘Open as Web Folder’ and type in the URL for your 

store.  The URL will be http://64.9.204.95/LatitudeUStoreContent/<store name>/ where <store 
name> is the name of your store.  Ensure there is a / (forward slash) at the end of the URL. 

 

 
 
3. You will be asked for your credentials.  Please enter your user name and password and click 

OK. 
 

 
 

A web folder window will be shown with all your customizable store content. 
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4. Copy these files to your local machine, change as needed and copy the changed files back in to 
the web folder. 

5. Your changed content will be available in 15 minutes or less in your online store. 
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SECTION FOUR: ACCESSING CONTENT USING FRONTPAGE 
 

1. Create a new website in FrontPage (use the Empty Web Site template). 
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2. Ensure there are no folders in the website.  Any default folders added by FrontPage should be 

deleted.  Click on Remote Web Site. 
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3. Click Remote Web Site Properties. In the dialog that is shown, select WebDAV and type in the 
Remote Web site location as http://64.9.204.95/LatitudeUStoreContent/<store name>/, where 
store name is the name of your store.  You will be asked for your credentials.  Type in your user 
name and password and click OK. 
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4. Select Remote to Local and click Publish Web site to retrieve your store content. 
 

 
 

5. You can change the content on your local website and publish back to the remote site when 
done.  Your changes will be visible in 15 minutes or less in your online store front. 
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SECTION FIVE: ACCESSING CONTENT USING MY NETWORK PLACES (WINDOWS 

XP) 
  

1. Open My Network Places.  
2. Under Network Tasks, click Add a network place. 
3. Click Next.  Select ‘Choose another network location’ and click Next. 
4. Type in the URL of your web folder: http://64.9.204.95/LatitudeUStoreContent/<store name>/.  

Click Next. 

 
5. You will be asked for you credentials.  Enter your user name and password and click OK. 
6. Enter a name for your network place, click Next and then Finish. 
7. An icon for your web folder will appear in the My Network Places folder.  Double-click this icon to 

access your web folder. 
8. Copy files to your local machine, change as needed and copy the changed files back in to the 

web folder. 
9. Your changed content will be available in 15 minutes or less in your online store. 
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SECTION SIX: ACCESSING CONTENT USING A WEB FOLDER (WINDOWS VISTA) 
  

1. In "Computer", right-click an open area on the right side of the Window, then select "Add a 
Network Location".  
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2. The "Add Network Location Wizard" will appear. Click "Next".  
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3. When asked, "Where do you want to create this network location?" select Choose a custom 

network location. Click "Next".  
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4. When asked to "Specify the location of your website" in the Internet or network address field, 

enter http://64.9.204.95/LatitudeUStoreContent/<store name>/ 
Click "Next".  

5. Enter your User Name and Password when prompted (you may be prompted more than once). 
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6. When asked, "What do you want to name this location?" enter a label of your choosing (for 

instance "My Docs Online"). Click "Next".  
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7. When you see "Completing the Add Network Location Wizard" Check the box "Open the 

network location when I click Finish" and Click "Finish" (it may take some time for the Web 
Folder to open the first time).  
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8. A Network Location has been created in the "Network Location" section of Computer with the 

label you choose. (Hint: You can Right-click the Network Location and select "Send to... 
Desktop" to create an additional shortcut on your desktop).
